Tall Ships in Tacoma
July 3—-7

Our CATSS calendar indicates a possible
rendezvous at Docton in Quartermaster harbor
during this event. The 30 participating tall ships
will drop anchor in Quartermaster as they arrive
on or prior to July 3. According to security
regulations now in place, no other boats will be
allowed in the Quartermaster Harbor area on
July 3. See Tall Ships web site :

This regulation says: “There will be a safety zone
in  Quartermaster harbor from 7 am. to
approximately 6 p.m. on July 3 as the tall ships
prepare to depart for the Parade of Sail. No boats
will be allowed to transit Quartermaster harbor
during this time without permission from the
Captain of the Port, Puget Sound.”

Each of the ships will sail or motor sail across
Commencement Bay and down the Ruston Way
waterfront to their berths in the Foss Waterway.

The Foss Waterway will also be a restricted
safety zone during this time, and will require
some logistics for those of us moored there to
meet our guests, who must be provided a written
invitation stating our boat name and slip number
to gain access to our dock, where five of the Tall
Ships will be moored. Our neighbor, across the
pier from our slip will be the 107’ Merrie Ellen.
Other boats on our dock area will be Rejoice,
Yankee Clipper, Lavengro, and the SS Virginia
V. Security will be tight and we will need a
special sign on our boat to exit or re-enter our
slip. The general rule is that all private boats
must maintain a distance of 50 yards from any
Tall Ship.

Several of those moored in the Dock Street
Marina have been displaced for this event. |
have been told that Tourmaline may stay, but |
am getting concerned about the access we will
have to come and go at will. It will be an
exciting week, with a million visitors anticipated.

Various
boating groups were represented and about
1,000 people celebrated the ribbon cutting
ceremony by Congressman Norm Dicks,
preceded by a half hour concert of stirring
marches and patriotic tunes by the
Northwest Navy Band.

The ceremony and speeches were preceded
by a full day of displays and seminars on the
bulkhead / party dock, where we will have our
joint CATSS / CAPS annual rendezvous in
September. Tents were held down to the
dock with tethers attached to eyes screwed
into holes strategically placed in the concrete
dock for this purpose. The bulkhead
provides protection from the waves of
passing boats. The magnitude of this new
pier is sufficient to calm the action of
passing ferry boats and Navy ships, so that
you may enjoy a peaceful night in your slip.

Anthony’s  Restaurant, overlooking the
marina, and the Bremerton Convention
Center hosted hors d’oeuvres from bacon
burgers to ribs, salmon, or oysters on the
half shell. West Marine provided cake
sufficient to feed a thousand people. West
Marine also provided an inflatable kayak, as a
